Consignments lifted with young cattle and cows well supplied. There was a fair supply of well finished mixed age heavy grown
steers and bullocks. The quality and condition of the penning was fair to good with feedlotters and restockers well catered for. A
full field of buyers were in attendance along with an increased feedlot presence.

Demand for all classes was high and resulted in dearer trends throughout the young cattle. A single pen of heavy weight vealer
steers sold to restockers at a substantially dearer price. The light and medium weight vealers to both restocks and the trade sold
to a slightly dearer trend. Yearling steers to restock and feed sold to a dearer trend of 6¢ to 8c/kg with heavy weights attracting
high demand. Strong demand for an improved quality penning of yearling heifers to restock and feed saw a dearer trend of 10c
to 15c¢/kg and more in places with the improved quality contributing to the price improvement. There were very few young cattle
purchased for the trade.

There was high demand and strong competition for all classes of export grade cattle. Heavy grown steers and bullocks sold to a
dearer trend of 3c to 5¢/kg and more in places. There were price premiums of 10c to 15c/kg for steers carrying 4 or less
permanent teeth. Well finished medium and heavy weight cows sold to a dearer trend of 6¢ to 8c/kg with an improvement in
quality contributing to greater price improvements. The plainer condition cows also experienced strong gains with some
improvement in estimated vyields.
