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Detailed saleyard report - cattle

Market information provided by MLA's National Livestock Reporting Service
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Yarding numbers remained similar to the previous week. A good amount of local restocker buyers were present at the sale and
prices improved for light weight yearling steers by 4c/kg. The better-end of the medium weight steers were firm to dearer in
price, while heavy feeder weight yearling steers jumped in price. Plainer sorts of light weight yearling heifers were cheaper this
week, but the better quality pens rose in price. A line of PTIC Angus heifers from central Queensland sold to $400/head and
averaged $378/head. Cows and calves topped at $600/unit.

Light weight yearling steers returned to the paddock at a high of 192c/kg and averaged 179c, up 4c/kg, while D muscled sorts
reached 170c and averaged 152c, up 10c/kg. Medium weight yearling steers to feed made to 176¢ and averaged 158c, down
7¢/kg, while those to restockers sold to 177c and averaged 171c, up 13c/kg. The plainer lines to feed averaged 133c and those
to the paddock averaged 147c/kg. Heavy weight yearling steers to feed reached 173c and averaged 168c, up 14c/kg, while
those to restockers hit 168c and averaged 162c, up 6c/kg.

Light weight yearling heifers to feed made to 162c and averaged 153c, up 7c/kg, while those to southern processors hit 148c
and averaged 141c, up 1c/kg. Those to restockers earned to 164c and averaged 145c, down 9c/kg. Medium weight yearling
heifers to feed topped at 166¢ and averaged 157c, up 16c/kg. A small sample of good quality heavy weight grown heifers to
feed made to 148c, up 13c/kg. Medium weight 2 score cows averaged 95c/kg, while medium weight 4 score cows averaged
117c/kg.
