The yarding increased by over 400 head and consisted of a good supply of vealers and yearlings, while bullocks, steers and cows
were also well represented. The quality of the young cattle was mixed, with a large number of vealer steers and heifers penned,
although there were some good runs of well-bred yearling steers and heifers suitable for feeders and back grounders.

The market was varied depending on quality. Vealers to slaughter saw little change, topping at 152c/kg. Restockers were active
in the market, acquiring most of the vealers, and restocker vealer steers sold to 199.2c, while the heifer portion ranged from
113c to 155c¢/kg. Light restocker yearling steers sold from 150c to 199.2c/kg, while buyers showed less interest in the heifers.
Medium weight feeder steers generally sold firm depending on quality, making from 155c to 196c to average around 180c/kg.
Feeder heifers followed a similar trend, with the lighter weights suffering some losses to top at 178c/kg this week.

The yarding of export cattle was made up of a good supply of grown steers and cows were also in good numbers. Quality varied,
as did the market. Bullocks and steers struggled to hold firm, selling to 169c to average around 165c, however heavy feeder
steers met strong competition and returned from 168c to 188c/kg. The cow market was mostly firm, with some sales easier in
places. Heavy cows ranged from 126c¢ to 145c and medium weights averaged around 125c/kg.
