Numbers remained similar to the previous week’s high level for the second last sale for the year. A large panel of buyers was
present and operating in a generally much dearer market. The forecast of good rain across the supply area lifted prices on
slaughter and feeder cattle by 10c to 20c/kg. However the chance of some rain had very little effect on poor condition
lightweight yearling heifers to restockers. Medium weight yearling steers and heifers to feed averaged 20c/kg better. Heavy
weight yearling steers to feed improved 10c to 13c/kg. A small sample of heavy grown steers and bullocks lifted in price by 9c to
15c/kg. All classes of cows were in demand from processors and restockers and prices improved by 9c to 20c/kg.

Most of the calves returned to the paddock at 166¢ with sales to 209.2c/kg. A large sample of lightweight yearling steers sold to
restockers at 208c with some to 226.2c/kg. Medium weight classes to feed averaged 212c and made to 224.2c/kg.
Heavyweights to feed sold to similar money to average 214c/kg. A large supply of lightweight yearling heifers sold to feeder
operators at 182c with some to 206.2c, while the poorer quality lines to restockers averaged 133c/kg. Medium weight lines to
feed averaged 191c and made to 207.2c, while local trade classes made to 202.2c, to average 185c/kg.

Heavy grown steers and bullocks averaged 202c and 201c, respectively, with sales to 212.2c/kg. Lightweight plain condition
cows to restockers averaged 116c and the medium weights 126¢/kg. Medium weight 2 scores to processors averaged close to
139c with sales to 147.2c/kg. Good heavy cows averaged 179c and sold to 187.2c/kg. Heavy bulls made to 203.2c/kg.
