Numbers lifted slightly and apart from a short supply of bullocks most other classes were well represented. The usual panel of
exporters and feeder buyers was present and operating along with a good lineup of restockers. Young light weight cattle from
drought affected areas were keenly sought after by restockers and vealer heifers sold to local and southern processors 13c/kg
dearer. Medium and heavy weight yearling steers to feed gained a further 3c to 10c/kg. Slaughter lines of yearling heifers
experienced strong supermarket and butcher demand to average 4c/kg dearer. The better line up of heavy grown steers and
bullocks improved 2c to 4c/kg. Plain condition cows experienced an improvement in price while good heavy cows remained very
close to the previous weeks improved prices.

A large number of calves returned to the paddock at 280c, with some steer calves reaching 332.2c/kg. Most of the vealer heifers
averaged in the 280c range with some to 295.2¢c/kg. Light weight yearling steers to restockers averaged 295c, with a few pens
reaching 333.2c/kg. Medium weight yearling steers to feed made to 321.2c to average 304c and top end quality lines averaged
312c/kg. Heavy weights to feed averaged close to 310c and made to 322.2c/kg. Light weight yearling heifers mostly sold in the
260c range with some to 285.2¢c/kg. Medium weight yearling heifers to feed averaged 270c while local trade descriptions made
to 301.2c to average 287c/kg. Heavy weight yearling heifers also to the local trade market made to 309.2c to average close to
290c/kg.

A few certified grain fed heavy grown steers made to 298.2c to average 297c and the remainder of the heavy grown steers
averaged 285c and made to 297.2c while the bullocks mostly sold around 282c/kg. PTIC cows sold to restockers at an average
of 251c with sales to 267.2c/kg. Medium weight 2 scores to processors averaged 220c and sold to the occasional 234.2c/kg.
Good heavy cows made to 258.2c to average 249c/kg. Heavy bulls made to 294.2c/kg.
