Numbers reduced by 10% and overall quality was generally good. A full panel of exporters and feeder buyers was present and
operating, along with a good line-up of restockers. Young light weight cattle were pushed to higher levels by restockers. Feeder
operators were the major buyers on the medium and heavy weight yearling steers and lifted prices further however heavy
yearling heifers to feed improved the most to average 17c/kg better. Heavy grown steers and bullocks to export slaughter
received stronger demand from processors to improve by 4c to 6¢/kg. Plain condition cows experienced a small improvement
while the better end of the cows sold to very solid demand.

Calves returning to the paddock mostly sold around 322c, with some heifer calves reaching 348.2c/kg. Vealer steers sold to
restockers at a new high of 374.2c/kg. Vealer heifers mostly sold around 304c, with some to 307.2¢c/kg. Light weight yearling
steers returning to the paddock made to 336.2c to average 327c/kg. Medium weights to feed made to 340c to average 322c/kg.
Heavy weights to feed were well supplied, with most in the 320c range and a nhumber of sales to 336.2c/kg. Light weight
yearling heifers to slaughter averaged 281c and made to 294.2c and poor quality lines to restockers averaged 239c/kg. Medium
weight yearling heifers to feed averaged 310c and made to 320c/kg. Heavy weights to feed averaged 300c while a large sample
sold to slaughter at 288c, with some to 320.2c/kg.

Heavy grown steers to export slaughter mostly sold around 312c while the bullock portion averaged 316c and made to the
occasional 327.2¢c/kg. Medium weight 2 score cows averaged 233c and made to 241.2c/kg. A large selection of good heavy cows
averaged 265c, with some to 281.2c/kg. Heavy bulls made to 310c/kg.
