Numbers increased by 16% and while there was no rain in the local supply area, good falls across interstate districts helped lift
prices across most categories. Export buyer attendance was good and included a couple of southern processors plus the usual
feeder operators and restockers. Feeder operators, backgrounders, restockers plus the trade provided stronger competition on
all classes of young lightweight cattle. Medium and heavy weight yearling steers to feed also lifted in price by 5c to 10c/kg.
Heavy grown steers and bullocks sold to a market 11c to 12c/kg dearer. Cows experienced stronger support from processors
and restockers with gains of 9c to 12c/kg.

A large number of calves returned to the paddock with steer calves reaching 346.2c, with mixed sex calves averaging 302c/kg.
Vealer steers to restockers averaged 338c and made to 346.2c/kg. Well-bred vealer heifers sold to feeder operators at an
average of 291c with some to 296.2c/kg. Lightweight yearling steers returning to the paddock averaged 316c and made to
340.2c/kg. Medium weight yearling steers to feed averaged 299c and made to 313.2c/kg. Heavy weights to feed averaged 290c
and made to 298.2c¢/kg. Light weight yearling heifers mostly sold in the high 270c range with some to 301.2c/kg. Medium
weight yearling heifers to feed averaged 273c and local trade descriptions averaged 276¢ and made to 298.2c and heavy
weights also to the trade made to 301.2c to average 279c/kg.

Heavy grown steers and bullocks made to 292.2c with the heavy grown steers averaging 286c and the bullock portion 290c/kg.
Plain condition cows to restockers averaged 200c and made to 211.2¢/kg. Medium weight 2 scores to processors averaged 197c¢
and made to 204.2c/kg. A large sample of good heavy cows mostly sold around 228c with a couple of isolated sales to
247.2c/kg.
