The supply of stock at Dalby was weather driven, with numbers increasing by 43%. The overall quality of the young cattle 
declined and large numbers of light weight lines were penned, while the cow section contained some large runs of good heavy 
classes. Export slaughter and feeder buyer attendance was generally good however restockers operated selectively. Medium 
weight yearling steers to feed sold to strong demand while heavy weight yearling steers to feed averaged 1c to 5c/kg better. 
Feeder buyers turned their attention to the yearling heifer portion and lifted prices by 20c/kg. Heavy grown steers and bullocks 
experienced only quality related price changes. Cows continued to lift in price to gain a further 4c to 6c/kg on top of the 
improvements experienced the previous week.

A large number of calves returned to the paddock at 298c with some to 339.2c and vealer steers also sold to restockers at an 
average of 321c with some to 331.2c/kg. Vealer heifers lost 1c to 4c, with feeder and restocker lines in the high 280c range 
while a large numbers to slaughter averaged 276c/kg. Light weight yearling steers returning to the paddock made to 328.2c with 
a large sample around 313c/kg. Medium weight yearling steers to feed sold to 311.2c to average 295c/kg. Heavy weights to 
feed mostly sold in the early 290c range with some to 306.2c/kg. Light weight yearling heifers to feed averaged 281c and 
restocker classes made to 292.2c to average 277c/kg. Medium weight yearling heifers to feed averaged 291c and made to 
306.2c/kg. Heavy weight yearling heifers to feed were in demand and at times out sold the steer portion to reach 309.2c to 
average 298c/kg.

Heavy grown steers made to 293.2c to average 284c and the bullock portion reached 292.2c to average 282c/kg. Plain condition 
cows to restockers made to 215c to average 191c/kg. Medium weight 2 scores to processors averaged 190c and made to 
206.2c/kg. Good heavy cows were well supplied and averaged 234c and sold to 243.2c/kg. Heavy bulls made to 266.2c/kg.
