Numbers increased slightly as dry weather conditions prevail west of Roma. The few restocker buyers present were very
selective when purchasing cattle and light weight steers and heifers were cheaper in price. Meanwhile, good feedlot buyer
representation provided strong competition and prices mostly increased for medium and heavy weight steers and heifers to feed.
Light conditioned cows maintained the previous sale prices, while 4 score cows were mixed in quality and slightly cheaper in
price.

Light weight yearling steers reached 188c and averaged 171c, down 4c, while plainer sorts averaged between 126c and 139c,
down 6c/kg. Medium weight yearling steers to feed hit 175c and averaged 162c, while D muscle lines averaged 144c/kg. Those
returning to the paddock topped at 178c and averaged 174c, up 13c/kg. Heavy weight yearling steers to feed reached 169c and
averaged 165c, up 2c/kg. Light weight yearling heifers to southern processors made to 148c and averaged 131c, down 11c,
while those to restockers also reached 148c and averaged 128c, down 19c/kg. Medium weight yearling heifers to feed topped at
140c and averaged 134c, up 6¢/kg. Heavy weight yearling heifers to feed hit 154c and averaged 145c/kg.

Grown steers to feed sold between 142c and 154c/kg for good to fair conditioned sorts. The plainer conditioned 2 score cows to
processors sold between 72c and 90c, while those to restocker buyers hit 110c and averaged 101c/kg. The 3 score medium
weight cows sold to 121c and averaged 108c, while a few PTIC cows averaged 108c/kg. The 4 score cows sold to 127c and
averaged 119c¢/kg.
